This month I want to highlight a few of the programs that should be on our ra-
dar as we plan to have a successful year.

Building the Domestic Church

By organizing activities in your parishes, councils can educate and evangelize using the rich
resources found in the Catholic Information Service (CIS) Building the Domestic Church se-
ries of booklets.

Since 1948, CIS has been the major evangelical arm of the Knights of Columbus. Through
multiple booklet series and various media formats, CIS makes our Catholic faith accessible and
continually provides tools for catechesis and faith formation. For $150, a council receives a
Building the Domestic Church Kiosk (#BDC-K) and the first set of 225 booklets of the most
popular CIS resources, aimed at helping Catholics to live out the Church’s vision for our fami-
lies.

This is our focus this year so please review the programs offered on Supreme for more info.

Faith in action

Communities can be brought to a halt when disaster occurs — from large natural disasters to lo-
cal crises. As community leaders, Knights of Columbus can help ensure that their members,
families and parish communities are prepared through a campaign promoting planning and ed-
ucation. This program motivates councils to take a holistic approach to emergency situations
by readiness in times of crisis, assessing response capabilities, and learning how to properly
respond well ahead of a disaster. Councils will also raise funds and teach (where applicable) in
anticipation of larger efforts to assist brothers in need.

As you know District 24 has taken on an active role in providing relief for our families and
Brothers on the west. Thanks to you, we have had a great outpouring of support not only by
providing supplies for the victims, but also time and talents by loading and driving trucks to
ground zero!

The Coats for Kids program
ensures that no child in North America goes without a coat during winter. Through the dedica-
tion of councils across the United States and Canada, hundreds of thousands of new winter
coats have been distributed to children since the program's inception.

The Knights of Columbus Supreme Council does not profit from council purchases of coats
through Knights Gear. Factories producing the coats undergo an annual audit by a 3rd party
firm review to ensure they abide by ethical business practices and have a safe work environ-
ment.

Several of you have received your coats and have distributed them to those in need. Thanks go

out to Council 11101 for being the distribution point for the coats not just in our district but for
several councils outside of us as well.
