LAMB SUPPORTED PROGRAM

Project SEARCH was first
developed in 1996 at Cincin-
nati Children’s Hospital and
has grown to incorporate
over 500 sites world-
wide. When students in Guil-
ford County complete the
program, they work with
either TEACCH or the Arc of
Greensboro to secure inte-
grated, competitively paid
employment.

Nationally, individuals with
intellectual disabilities are
employed at a rate of

31%. Our lowest employ-
ment rate since we started the
program ten years ago is
50%. 89% of our graduates
from last year are employed
and the remaining student
who is not employed left the
area.

Project SEARCH improves
the lives of young adults
with intellectual disabili-
ties, and we are honored to
bring the program to young
adults in Guilford County.

As Knights of Columbus, we are called
to serve our family and our God. Our
first principle is charity, at home with
our families and in our community. This
is a critical part of our Knights of Colum-
bus mission. Have you ever wondered,
"How can I make my community better?"
Individuals can do great things on their
own but there is something bigger than
self when Brother Knights come together
as one and accomplish great things. This
fraternal year the St Pius X Council
11101 will focus on three community
programs.

1. COATS FOR KIDS. This program pro-
vides warmth for deserving children
during the cold winter months. Coats are
purchased from local stores and Su-
preme.

Have you heard about the national
Eucharist revival? The official start was
on June 19, the Feast of Corpus Christi.
Many Knights Of Columbus were able
to take part in the start because they
served as Honor Guards in Eucharistic
processions at their parishes. Whether
they realized it or not, they were part of

a movement to see Catholics “healed,
converted, formed, and unified” by

encountering Jesus Christ in the Eucha-
rist.

Why is this important? A Pew study
from 2019 revealed that as many as
70% of Catholics do not believe or un-
derstand the presence of Jesus in the
Eucharist through Transubstantiation.
Also, this Eucharistic crisis was wors-
ened by the pandemic which actually
prevented almost all people from at-
tending Mass and receiving the Holy

Eucharist. I don’t pretend to understand
fully the consecration of the hosts and
wine. I guess this is why the Priest calls
us to profess the Mystery of Faith,
“When we eat this bread and drink this
cup, we proclaim your death oh Lord,
until you come again“ because it's a
mystery. The having faith part is for all
of us, fundamental to our Catholicism.
